DAY CAMP

This camp is available to all female players 10 — 14
years of age.

ADV. POSITIONAL CAMP

This camp is available only to female players
who will be in grades 9 — 12 during the 2006-07 high
school year. Players must be resident campers for the
week. The camp is intended for serious players
who are interested in advanced training in their
position of choice. Camp will be limited to only the
first 12 forwards, 20 midfielders, 20 defenders, and
8 goalkeepers.

Players will train functionally for the entire
week in their position of choice. Sessions will include
specific skill acquisition for her position, positional
attacking and defending tactics, roles in different
systems of play, small-sided games, full-sided games,
written and verbal evaluations.

Camp costs include all instruction, supervision, all
meals (Mon L thru Thur B), camp T-shirt, camp
soccer ball, written evaluation form.

TEAM TRAINING CAMP

This camp is available to female high school
varsity teams, or female club teams in the U15 - U18
age groups. It is a training camp for teams and
coaches intended to focus on developing the team’s
system of play with emphasis on tactical awareness,
positional roles and responsibilities, team building
activities, and full-sided match play. Each team will
work with a STC staff coach who is a college or
ODP coach. HS/Club team coaches will have
coaching seminars each day with the camp director in
addition to field sessions. Each HS/Club team coach
will receive a verbal and written team review.
Special sessions include sports nutrition, soccer
fitness training, the college recruiting and NCAA
process, soccer Olympics, psychology of competition,
and team building.

(Mon L thru Thur B), camp T shirt. Teams must
include 18 — 22 players. PLEASE NOTE: Only the
first 6 teams will be accepted for team training camp.
